New Richmond. Wis., June 13.—Since 
jesterdin this little Wisconsin city has 
gone out of existence, and of the 2200 
inhabitants few, if any, escaped death, 
injury or bereavement. Scarcely a home 
but lias lost one or more members and 
many still watch about hopelessly seek­
ing those who arc only to be found 
among the increasing iist of dead.

Just how many lives were lost in that 
sudden whirling tempest may not be 
known for some days, but the most con­
servative figures are forty-nine dead and 
200 or more injured, while other esti­
mates reach 200 dead. The bodies of the 
dead have been taken to two churches, 
from where they have been taken to the 
cemetery and turned over to friends and 
relatives, while the injured after being 
cared for by the physicians and nurses 
who came down from the Twin Cities 
on the relief trains were sent to 
'he hospitals in St. l'aul and Min- 
aoapolis. Of the fair little city 
only scattered fragments and burn­
ing ruins remain. The main business 
street is a smouldering heap of stone and 
ashes in which an occasional explosion 
marks the locution of a hardware store. 
The four-story hotel is as Hat as the low­
est cottage and the whole scene is one of 
devastation and desolation. The people 
are impoverished by the storm and the 
supplies that were hurried down by spe­
cial train during the night and eariy 
morning were most necessary and wel­
come. Rescue work came first, accompa­
nied by tender nursing. Then relief for 
the famished and stricken survivors.

Known Dial Number 54,
_ The known dead number fifty-four. 
The churches where they were laid out 
presented horrible spectacles. The under­
takers were at work. Decomposition had 
already set in. Some bodies have been 
buried already and more will be buried 
this afternoon.

It is difficult to get a concise account of 

the fearful catastrophe. Rev. Dr. Deg­
nan of the Church of the Immaculate 
Conception tells the best story. He says:

"I was standing on the porch of my 
house, which is some three blocks west 
of the Omaha station, with my little 
nephew: Pointing to the threatening 
clouds 1 said to h in, ‘Those clouds are 
cyclonic.' That was about 6:30. Then 
1 heard a fearful sound. It was like 
the panting of fifty locomotives on 
an up grade. I said to the 
boy, ‘There is the cyclone.’ In the south 
west was a great whisking, black cloud, 
cone-shaped, the apex on the earth, the 
funnel in the sky. Already far in the 
center the air was full of flying debris, 
splinters, boards, feathers, bedding and 
everything. I told the boy to run and 
warn the people in the houses between 
us and the track. From all sides the peo­
ple came running, begging asistance. I 
took them and some people from the par­
ish schoolhouse and hurried them into 
the* cellar of my house. They begged for 
absolution and I knelt down and gave it

THE WORST CONFIRMED.

A St. Paul Dispatch Reporter’s Story 
of Death and Kuin.

St. Paul, Minn., June 13.—A reporter 
of the Dispatch who went to New Rich- 

■ mond, Wis., last night, on the first re­
lief train, returned this morning and ful­
ly confirms the reports of the dreadful 
calamity which visited that place about 
6 o'clock last night.

The pretty little town is almost com­
pletely wiped off the map and of its 2500 
inhabitants 200 lie dead among the ruins 
of their homes, about 1000 are injured, 
many fatally, and scarcely two score es- 

i caped without some physical reminder of 
the storm's awful wrath. The day had 
been close ami muggy and threatening 
rain, but rain hail been so frequent of 
late that the inhabitants of the peaceful 
village felt no undue alarm until about 
5:30, when heavy dun-colored clouds 
gathered on the western horizon and 
soon spread over the sky. gradually grow­
ing denser and darker and presaging a 
tornado.

Great alarm prevailed shortly before 
the storm broke and refuge was sought 
in cellars, wells, caves or other Under­
ground structures that promised safety. 
The wind, which a moment before was a 
mere whisper, began blowing with terri­
ble force. In less time than it takes to 
tell it the storm burst ou the hapless 
Village in all its fury.

The shrieking of the elements was aw­
ful and the cries of the wounded and dy­
ing were drowned in the wailing of the 

I hurricane which swept all before it.
Trees bent low to the earth and were 

divested of leaf, branch and even bark, 
j The storm struck the town full in the 
I centet and ih ten minutes awful destruc­

tion ht|d been wrought. The largest 
' brick blocks were seized in the maw of 
I the storm king find crumbled like egg 
( shells.

| whisked away like so much-straw and

A large iron bridge over Apple 
river was blown into fragments and the 
parts distributed along the banks a half 
a mile away.

Father Degnan hastened to the center 
of the town where the loss of life had 
Ihtii greatest. It was hard to tell where 
to begin work. The people who had es­
caped turned out with tools, wagons and 
horses to the work of rescue. It was 
done systematically. Groups of excited, 
distressed and broken-hearted men were 
detailed to different buildings. Wherever 
a cry for help was heard the 
sufferer was warned to keep still for fear 
of displacing some mass that would 
crush him. The dead were generally 
taken to the Catholic and Congregation­
al churches, but many were taken to pn- 
vate residences. The moans of the 
wounded were mingled with the cries of 
the living as they found their dead.

The seriously wounded received the 
fir-t attention of the four doctors of the

horst* doctor. The doctor's instruments 
and medicines had been lost *“ th^f°^:

Fath of the Storm.

One hundred were de­
stroyed on the east side, in addMW® 
about fifty business structures. Report

It is thirty-six miles east of St. Paul 
and in the heart of the rich farming 
section of St. Croix county. It is near 
Willow river, on which are several large 
saw and grist mills and is quite a busi­
ness center.

It is one of the oldest towns of West­
ern Wisconsin and had ninny handsome 
residences. There were two principal 
streets crossing each other at right an­
gles, the more important ones running 
east and west. It was through this 
street the storm passed. The thorough­
fare was three miles long lined with 
trees and made a fine driveway.

Damage to the railroads, telegraph nnd 
telephone lines, ami crops is wide-spread.

Next to New Richmond, the most se­
vere damage done by the storm was nt 
Hudson, Wis., and also at La Crosse. 
Wis. In the vicinity of the first-named 
town a tornado and cloud-burst de­
stroyed wires, haystacks, unroofed resi­
dences, barns, out buildings nil along its 
path.

At La Crosse It was the worst storm 
known in seventeen years. Nearly five 
inches of rain fell. The river rose so 
rapidly that 400 people living in the 
lower portion of the city were driven 
from their homes. Over 100 head of 
live stock tyere drowned. Nearly every 
bridge in the La Crosse valley is gone.

OTHER PLACES SUFFER.

Many Wisconsin Towns Have a Sad 
Story to Report.

Faribault, Minn., June 13.—Elroy, Vio­
la, Rockton, Tomah, also suffered severe­
ly and have the same story to tell of 
flooded cellars and streets: heavy damage 
to crops, hundreds of head of cattle 
drowned, numerous washouts on the rail­
roads, bridges washed away and wire 
communication paralyzed.

Practically all of the busi­
ness portion of the city and more than half 
of the residence portion has been wiped out 
by a cyclone. It is reported that one hun­
dred people ate dead, and as many more 
are seriously injured, and assistance is 
greatly needed. The merchants have no 
stocks left, and food and shelter for the in­
jured is the first necessity.

WHERE NEW RICHMOND IS.

Thirty-six Miles East of St. Paul—In 
Rich Farming Region.

St. Paul, Minn., June 13.—The terrific 
storm along the upper Mississippi river 
and its tributaries in Wisconsin and 
Minnesota have done enormous damage. 
The worst destruction appears to be at 
New Richmond, Wis., where a frightful 
“twister” struck just before 6 o'clock last 
night. How great has been the loss of 
life it is Impossible as yet to tell, the 
storm having effectually destroyed wire 
communication in the stricken region. 
Reports that have come in state the 
total number of killed and injured will 
range between 250 and 500. The town 
at the time of the storm was crowded 
with people who had come from the sur­
rounding country to attend a circus per­

Property in Barron Suffers from the 
Storm.

Barron, Wis., June 13.— [Special.] — 
This city anil surrounding country was 
last night visited by a severe cyclone, 
which did untold damage. The storm 
came up about 7 o'clock and for several 
minutes was watched with fearful ap­
prehension. The scene was awful to be­
hold. The storm started by a cloud­
burst, which drenched everything. The 
Norwegian church was totally wrecked. 
The Barron Heading company's mill was 
partially wrecked and the stock scattered 
badly.

Mr. Howard received slight injuries. The 
large, half-completed residence of Bert 
Finttimore and S. F. Fillmore was entire­
ly destroyed. Barns and buildings with­
out number are wrecked. Nearly everv 
store front on the east side of Third 
street was blown in. The theater block 
and opera hall are slightly wrecked. 
John Martin’s bicycle shop was wiped off 
the earth. The upper half of the front 
of A. F. Horstman's furniture store was 
blown out. Mrs. L. ('. McNurlin’s mil­
linery store suffered likewise. The front 
of E. Nelson's furniture store in the 
opera house block was blown in. The 
Third ward schoolhouse was moved from 
its foundation and nine boxcars were 
blown off the tracks. Mrs. Crandall's 
residence was wrecked and numerous oth­
er dwellings and buildings are out ot 
plumb as a result of the storm. The 
electric light and telephone wires are 
down. Up to noon no casualties were re­
ported. Thousands of trees were uproot­
ed and the aggregate loss will amount 
to a great deal.

Minneapolis, Minn., June 13.—A spe­
cial to the Journal from Barron. Wis., 
forty miles northeast of New Richmond. 
Wis., says: The tornado struck here at 
6:30 last night, wrecking a dozen build­
ings and severely injuring Mr. and Mrs. 
P. W. Howard. Mrs. Howard’s injuries 
are thought to be fatal. The Norwegian 
Lutheran church was totally destroyed. 
Ten “Soo” freight cars were demolished 
and the damages are heavy.

Traffic on North-Western, Milwaukee 
and Green Bay Roads Blocked.

Minneapolis, Minn., June 13.—A dis­
patch to the Journal says: The railroad 
situation east is not much improved. 
With its three tunnels full of mud and 
several bridges gone, the North-Western 
cannot get into operation for a week, ap­
parently. The Milwaukee road is much 
better situated, but cannot set a time for 
resumption. The Green Bay road will 
hardly resume trains to this city in a 
week. Country roads and bridges are in 
such condition that it is believed a spe­
cial tax must be levied to repair dam­
ages.

A por­
tion of North La Crosse is under water 
and about fifty families have been 
obliged to flee to higher ground for their 
lives. Water is now slowly receding, 
but a soaking rain has set in and it is 
thought it will rise again.

Mr. and Mrs. Ed Larson of Onalaska, 
five miles north of here, were drowned 
while viewing the debris of a railroad 
bridge which had been swept away. The 
flood had taken the earth from a portion 
of the roadbed and in walking over the 
ties which suspended from the rails, one 
gave away. They were plunged into the 
surging waters and swept away. A 
large crowd witnessed the disaster.

Nearly every railroad and wagon 
bridge within ten miles of the city has 
been washed out. The Burlington & 
Milwaukee trains (Southern Minnesota 
division) are the only ones running. The 
mills at Bangor, West Salem and Hol­
man have gone out. A man and boy 
were drowned this afternoon in La 
Crosse river, opposite the city. They 
were in a boat which capsized. Their 
names are unknown.

FERO’S DETECTIVE RECORD.
The Fairwater Robbery Suspect Hus 

Made Clever Catches.
Oshkosh, Wis., June 13.—[Special.]— 

Lou Fero, the man who is implicated by 
the confessions of the two prisoners in 
the Fond du Lac jail, Charles Winston 
and Harry Morton, in the burglary of 
the postoffice at Fairwater, conducted a 
detective bureau in this city until n few 
mouths ago, when he removed to Ripon. 
He was at one time a railroad detective 
and a number of clever captures are to 
his credit. One of his best pieces of 
work was the capture of Julius Ztielke, 
the murderer of Farmer Davis of Green 
Lake county. Zuelke is now serving a 
life sentence in Waupun for the murder 
of which he was convicted in the circuit 
court at Da rtford. Fero effected his cap­
ture on the plains of Montana, herding 
sheep. Zuelke fled after the murder of 
Davis and for several months’no trace of 
him could be found. Fero worked on the 
case and finally discovered a letter writ­
ten by Zuelke to friends in this city. 
With this letter as a clue, he went to 
Montana and after a search of several 
weeks discovered the fugitive in a sheep­
herder's shanty out on the plains. Zuel­
ke was taken unarmed nnd brought to 
this city. Fero received but a small re­
ward for this work. His wife secured a 
divorce from him in the circuit court of 
this county after his departure for Ripon 
on the ground of cruelty.

SADDER BUT WISER.
Broken Down Goldseeker Returns to 

Oshkosh from Klondike.
Oshkosh, Wis.. June 13.—[Special.]— 

W. II. Iranian returned from Klondike 
last night, broken down in health and 
with little to show for his two years of 
hardship. He has claims in Klondike 
worth thousands of dollars, but he says 
they can remain there. There is too 
much privation and hardship in gold- 
seeking to make it a temptation for him.

St. Panl, Minn., June 15.—A New 
Richmond (Wis.) special to the Dispatch 
says: The situation here is still gloomy, 
and the suffering great, but much is be­
ing done for relief.

The scene at the cemeteries today is 
one that will never be forgotten in St. 
Croix county. Seventy-five new-made 
graves may already be counted in the 
Protestant and Catholic cemeteries on 
the south and east limits of the town.

The cold, damp weather has added im­
measurably to the suffering, scarcely a 
house in the city having a whole pane of 
glass. The suction of the whirlwind 
broke out those windows that escaped 
the flying missiles. As a consequence it 
is almost impossible to make the nights 
bearable. Added to this suffering from 
cold, the crowded conditions of every 
building left in the town and the wonder 
is that hundreds of the older people do 
not perish of sickness and exposure.

The vaults of both banks which were 
wrecked have been opened and every­
thing inside is perfectly preserved.

Work in the Ruins.
The work of the wreckers is a task for 

a Hercules. In general the effect of the 
storm is flat, but in the mass which 
strews the ground and heaps the base­
ments are tangled, twisted wires, steel 
beams and timbers, and days must 
elapse before the loss of life can be fig­
ured with any degree of accuracy.

One of the features of the work was 
the opening of the vault and safe of the 
Bank of New Richmond. In the haste 
of leaving the place the vault door was 
not closed completely, but, in spite of 
this, the currency beyond the time locks 
was found to be sale. In the residence 
streets of the town are many little evi- 

। denccs -of the tragedy that came so un- 
i awares upon the people. At one spot 
I only the floor of a dwelling lies intact 
; and at one corner of it lie two Bibles 
j with near by a string of buttons evi­
dently used as a chikl's plaything. Half 
a dozen photos of mon and women lie 

i near them.
In the same neighborhood the blunt 

side of an iron bedstead was blown edge 
first into an elm tree and then twisted 

! half around the trunk. It is firmly im- 
| bedded in the wood as if it had been 
i molded into solid iron.

Dead cows and horses, some of them 
horribly mutilated, lie is all directions. 

| Fowls, cats, dogs and caged birds lie 
everywhere in mute testimony of the uni­
versal destruction. In the opinion of 
those who have seen tornadoes, the work 
of Monday's wind is almost unparalleled 
iu its completeness.

More Bodies Found,
Six bodies were found yesterday. They 

were those of Miss Abbie Williams, Mis. 
i Etta Cameron, Mrs. Kate Hawkins, Wii- 
• lie Hughes, John Prior and John Larsen. 
The Hawkins family, consisting of Mr. 
nnd Mrs. Hawkins and three children, is 
will'd out, with the exception of Mr. 
Hawkins. He himself is seriously in­
jured and his recovery is very doubtful.

Two of the injnred-Mrs. Joseph Brock­
way ami Thomas Stevens—died during 
the day. Mrs. Brockway was severely 
Injured internally and her hip was brok­
en. Mr. Stevens was badly crushed by 
filling debris.

Late in the afternoon the bodies of 
Miss Alice Williams and Mrs. Etta 
Camcron, both badly burned, were taken 
from the cellar of O. J. Williams' hard- 

! ware store. Mrs. Cameron was formerly 
i Miss Etta Clapp, a niece of Moses E. 
Clapp of St. Paul, and she was a close 

j friend to Miss Williams. When the 
storm arose the two ladies sought refuge 

i in the cellar of the store belonging to 
Miss Williams' father. The cellar was 
used as a storehouse for considerable 

j gasoline and gunpowder, which must 
i have done much to add to the horror 
when the place caught fire.

Bodies Unidentified.
Ten bodies still remain unidentified. 

Five of them lie in the Roman Catholic 
church, three in the Congregational 
church and two in the schoolhouse. All 
of these have been counted in the list of 
dead sent yesterday.

Lost His Entire Family.
James Sheedy, who lives on a farm 

five miles south of Richmond, managed 
to get tv town on foot with some horri­
ble news. He bad lost his entire family, 
consisting of his wife, two daughters and 
one son. He himself had an arm broken 
and his scalp torn. He is in a bad way. 

I Sheedy’s story is pitiful. He was driv- 
| ing home from town with a load of pro­

visions. and. seeing the storm approach­
ing. put his team to a gallop.

When within 100 feet of the house ha 
realized the danger of his household, and, 
jumping from the wagon, rushed for the 
door to get his wife ami children out be­
fore the house went down. He was with­
in ten feet when the death wind struck 
him. He never reached the house, and 
says all he can remember is hearing his 
wife call him by name and the children 
scream. At that instant the house was 
torn asunder like a house of paper, and 
buried his loved ones. Sheedy was car­
ried 4OO feet and rendered unconscious. 
In time the min revived him, but it was 
over an hour before he could gain control 
of his faculties.

Five Little Bodies.
The saddest picture of all is in the 

schoolhouse, for here, lying side by side, 
clad in their pretty white dresses, lie 
the bodies ot five children. On one side 
arc the charred remains of a man. Ou 
the other is the headless body of a wom­
an. Still further away is the still form 
of a beautiful young woman, who smiles 
in her eternal sleep.

One of the bravest of the sufferers 
was pretty little Roxsella Earley, aged 9 
years, who was the heroine and the one 
object of attention on the last relief 
train, reaching St. Paul at midnight. 
Although bereft of a father, brother and 
cousin in the terrible catastrophe, and 
with her right arm frightfully cut, her 
ankle injured, amt her head bruised, this 
9-year-old girl sat up nearly all the May 
to St. Paul and choked back the tears 
that she might answer the many ques­
tions put to her. Rossella’s mother had 
gone over to the other e id of New Rich­
mond to call, and this saved the mother’s 
life.

Found His Head*
Searchers in the ruins of Nicholas Par- 

den's store came across a bunch of hair 
which was showing bctMocn two scant­
lings. The work of digging and throwing 
out the body, as it was supposed to be, 
was hurried, and in time the bead of 
Mr. Parden was brought out. The body 
could not be found anywhere. The face 
was scarcely marked, and wore a smile. 
The body is probably among a number 
which are headless at the Congregational 
church and school house.

Freaks of the Storm.
The freaks of the storm are receiving 

more attention. The direct path of the 
cyclone left nothing behind it except a 
few bare trunks of trees stripped of 
branches and bark by the wind. In it 
are totally demolished buildings. It 
would seem from an observation of the 
wreckage that the air rushing in to fill 
the vacuum beyond the cyclone caused 
most of the outlying damage. Here the 
heavy oak and elm trees are uprooted and 
fallen toward the path of the cyclone. 
Besides, they are not stripped as are 
those struck by the twisting wind.

Nails were frequently found driven into 
the trees and poles, and, what was still 
more remarkable, straws were found in 
the same condition.

In one tree a garden hoe had been im­
paled to a depth of two inches. It would 
have cleft the skull of a man had it 
struck him. Scores’ of chickens were

I found completely stripped of every feath­
er. Signboards belonging to business 
houses in the city were found a half mile 
away. A mass of telegraph wires, which 
lay parallel with the track of the storm, 
was rolled up into bundle 8 feet in diam- 
eter, it being estimated that the wires 
were not less than 2001) feet long. Many 
of the dead were stripped of every parti­
cle of clothing, and their flesh filled with 
splinters.

I While many houses in the residence 
district escaped destruction, there was 
not one which was not damaged. There 
were many instances in which scantlings, 
torn from adjacent houses, were hurled 
through other residences, going through 
two Malls.

Probably 400 head of cattle M’ere killed 
in the open, many being transfixed with 
timbers. Some wen* frightened to death, 
and some died from suffocation, ax it Mas 
impossible to breathe m hen the blow M as 
at its highest.

I
 Heartrending Scenes.

The scenes in and around the city are 
frightful beyond the poMer of words to 

। express. Along the track of the Omaha 
road for several miles southward, the 
path of the cyclone can be plainly traced. 
Great trees have been bodily uprooted 
and thrown some distance, while saplings 
Mere broken off short or denuded of 
leaves.

In one instance the bark Mas stripped 
completely from the trunk of a large oak, 
M’hile the tree itself had been twisted till 
it M as a mere mass of upright splinters. 
Fences and telegraph poles Mere scat 
tcred everywhere and the fields Mere 
strewn with carcasses of dead animals.

The path of the storm averaged hardly 
more than 500 feet until it struck New 
Richmond, when it broadened to about a 

I half mile. Its course was very sharply 
i defined, in some cases demolishing the 

barn and passing by the farmhouse close 
adjoining, perhaps but a few feet away.

I One farmhouse noted escaped with the 
exception of the peak of the gable, which 

j Mas leveled off as though done with hu- 
| man hands.

Stunned by Disaster.
Survivors relate their stories to inquisi­

tive listeners without betraying an atom 
I of emotion, and it M ould seem that the 
terrible experience of those few aMful 
minutes had left them entirely devoid of 
feeling. It is reasonable to suppose that 

i their sufferings have been so great that it 
■ is impossible for them to yet fully real­

ize the depth of their sorrow or the ex- 
' tent of their loss.

It is a singular fact that Mhile there 
are many buildings in Ncmt Richmond 
Mhich Mere not touched by the storm, 
all the business houses of the city have 
been completely M iped out. Not one re­
mains. To make matters Morse, total 
destruction overtook the electric light and 
Materworks and the city is left in dark­
ness and Mithout Mater. This adds to 
the difficulty of prosecuting the Mork of 
recovering the remains from the ruins. 

। The city also suffered a financial loss by 
I the destruction of the Main street bridge 
; across WilloM’ river.

The principal business houses destroyed 
covered a distance of three blocks along 
both sides of Main street, and they Mere 

I generally built of brick, but the force of 
the tornado Mas so great that they Mere 

J crushed as easily as eggshells. The bricks 
Mere torn one from another and scattered 

। everywhere. Heavy street posts Mere 
throM’ii far out in the street and the 
M alls of all the buildings M’ere leveled to 
their foundations. It Mas in the ruins of 
these brick buildings that a majority of 
the dead met their fate.

CAPT. DICKINSON DEAD.------ —
Well-Known Menominee Range 

Mining Man Passes Away
at Florence.

Florence, Wis., June 15.—[Special.]— 
Capt. W. E. Dickinson, a well-known 
mining man, who Mas formerly superin­
tendent of the Commonwealth and also 
the Colby mine, and at one time engaged 
in mining in Cuba, died here today.

Capt. Dickinson was one of the best- 
kuown men in the iron country. He 
was a native of New England and a 
man of education and uncommon natural 
gifts. When the Menominee iron range 
was opened up about twenty years ago he 
Mas placed in charge of the Common- 
wealth mine, near Florence, and that 
property Mas developed into an import­
ant producer of ore under his manage­
ment.

It Mas during his residence at the 
Commonwealth mine that the abduction 
of his son Willie, then 6 years old, at­
tracted the sympathy of the entire coun­
try to the Dickinson family. The tad 
started home from school one November 
afternoon in 1881 and was seen going 
toward his father's house, about a mile 
distant, but disappeared M’hile traversing 
a lonely streten of road that passes 
through a M ood and from that day to this 
he has not been seen by his family. 
Many clues were followed and Capt. 
Dickinson spent a fortune in searching 
for his boy, but the quest wax fruitless.

The captain never recovered from the 
shock of this cruel blow and was not 
the same man after his child disappeared. 
It broke down his Mife’s health and she 
spent considerable time with relatives 
in Dorchester, Mass., during the years 
when her husband made the search 
for their little eon his chief ob­
ject in life. Some residents of the 
locality have doubted ahether Wil­
lie Dickinson was really kid­
naped. but the absolute failure to find 
his body, although every foot of ground 
for miles around Mas searched, convinced 
others that he had been stolen. Hie 
travels incident to the search took Capt. 
Dickinson from the Atlantic to the Pa­
cific and he became almost as well known 
as the father of Charlie Rosa.

Some years ago Capt. Dickinson went 
to Cuba to become superintendent of 
iron mines in the vicinity of Santiago. 
From the island he returned to Wiscon­
sin and went to the Gogebic, where he 
Mas engaged in mining for a time. Af­
ter that he decided to give up mining 
altogether and having been admitted to 
the bar in his youth, he returned to 
Florence and engaged in the prac­
tice of law, a profession in which 
ho had alMays taken an Interest, even 
when occupied with another line of work. 
He M as elected district attorney of Flor­
ence county and made a capable official. 
No man in this region Mas more highly 
esteemed by the people, who had deep 
sympathy for the captain on account of 
the heavy misfortunes that fell upon 
him. He M as twice married. A daugh­
ter by his first wife is the wife of Mr. 
Swift, formerly connected with the Com- 
monwealth mine.

Crops of Some Sections Complete­
ly Ruined by Continued 

Rains and Flood.
Oshkosh, Wis., June 15.—[Special.]— 

The crops of Winnebago county are 
practically ruined. Except in the higher 
parts of the county, the farms are inun­
dated and it is impossible for the farm­
ers to go out upon their land to attend to 
what there is left of their crops. The 
corn crop especially is in a state of de­
vastation. The excessive rains Mhich 
have visited this section during the past 
week or more have covered the land with 
Mater and during the daytime, when the 
sun has shone, this water has become 
heated and caused the corn to become 
scalded. Farmers call it cooking the 
grain. The stalks and foliage of the 
corn, which m bs growing nicely after the 
M'arm weather set in. is turning yellow, 
and farmers say it Mill be worthless ex­
cept for fodder. The straw of the small 
grain is of unusual size and the grain in 
many places has begun to "lodge." This 
makes it impossible to harvest, and in ad­
dition to this calamity, the vitality ot the 
gra[n has gone to the straM’ at the ex­
pense of the grain itself.

The land in this county is uniformly 
flat except in a small portion, and after 
severe rains it is impossible to rid the 
land of M ater except as it is absorbed by 
the ground or evaporated. This being 
true, the greater portion of all the crops 
are suffering, and even if the rains should 
cease the damage is irreparable. A feM’ 
weeks ago the prediction was made that 
this Mould be one of the most prosper­
ous years the farmers of Winnebago 
county have experienced for many sea­
sons. Now in place of the feeling of 
prosperity the farmers are deploring their 
ill-fortune, and there seems to be ground 
for the complaint.

Considerable damage has been done by 
storm and lightning. The church at 
Butte des Morts, a few miles west of 
Oshkosh. Mas struck by lightning and 
nearly demolished. Within the past week 
many barns have been struck and burned 
to the ground. Horses have been killed 
and, taken all together, it has been a 
most remarkable and unusual season for 
this section.

Racine, Wis., June 15.—[Special.]— 
Several years ago there were sold in this 
section a large number of heavy locust 
hedges for fences, claiming that they 
would stand the climate. Farmers invest­
ed in them heavily, though they cost 
about 80 cents per yard. It is now dis­
covered that all of these hedges were 
frozen last winter. Thorn hedges were 
also killed by the intense cold, and it is 
said that almost 90 per cent, of the 
grapevines were ruined. Hundreds of 
acres of clover and other grasses and 
strawberry bushes are dead.

ANNIVERSARY OF OUR FLAG.

Just 122 years ago last Wednesday 
congress in session at Philadelphia 
established a national flag for the 
United States by adopting the follow­
ing resolution:

Resolved, That the flag of the thir­
teen United States be thirteen stripes, 
alternate red and white; that the union 
be thirteen stars of white in a blue 
field, representing a new constellation.

After considerable discussion con­
gress passed the following act on 
Aprril 14, 1818:

1. That from and after the 4th day 
of July next the flag of the United 
States be thirteen stripes, alternate red 
and white; that the Uhion have twenty 
white stars in a blue field.

2. That on the admission of every 
state into the Union one star be added 
to the Union of the flag, and that such 
addition shall take effect on the 4th of 
July next succeeding such admission.

Thus it will be seen that every ter­
ritory admitted to statehood adds a 
star to our flag, while its number of 
stripes remain the same in signific­
ance of the thirteen original colonies.

HISTORICAL SKETCH.
The fall of 1847 brought the first set­

tlers to Ashford. Among them were 1 
the families of John Mauel, Mathias i 
Fink. Win. Hall, Anton Kiefer, Anton 
Gergen, Nicholas Christ, Barthel Jae­
ger, Wm. Lei-ses, Nicholas Hilbert. 
Klemens, Boehnurand Mayer. On St. 
Martin hill, where the church now 
stands, they pitched their first common 
tent of leaves, and from that day on it 
seems the spot was destined to be held 
holy and sacred. There a picture of 
the crucified Lord was erected on a 
stump or an empty barrel; there the 
pioneers assembled on Sundays or holy­
days for common prayer and divine 
service. The first priest who attended 
to the spiritual wants of the settlers 
was Father Schraudenbach, in 1847. 
Services were held in the log houses of 
Messrs. Kiefer and Maul, alternately.

The first church building was erected 
in 1849 (consequently the golden jubi­
lee June 20th), and it was a log struct­
ure only 16x20. The second house of 
worship was also built of logs, and it 
served from 1856 until 1870, when the 
present splendid stone structure was 
erected.

Rev. Schraudenbach was succeeded 
by Rev. Michael Beitter, who served as 
pastor until 1855 and now lives in 
Muenich, Germany. Then came Rev. 
Caspar Rehrl, from Nov. 1855 to 1864; 
Rev. Anton Pickel and August Hurst, 
from 1864 to 1865; Rev. Mehlmann. 2 
weeks; Rev. F. Spath, from Sept. 1865 
to Aug. I860; H. J. Muckerheide, from 
1866 to 1869; A. F. Michals, from April 
1869 to 1870; Rev. Schilling. 15 days; 
J. Welter, from 1870 to 1872; F. Spath, 
from Feb. 1872 to June 1881; Peter 
Frieden, from 1881 to 1884; B. Nutt- 
mann, from June to Nov. 1884; H. J. 
Korfhage, from Nov. 1884 to Oct. 1886; 
Math. Heigl, from Oct. 1886 to Oct. 
1890; B. Nuttmann, from 1890 to Sept. 
1896; Henry Blum, from Sept. 1896 to 
Aug. 1898; Max Schmidt, since Sept. 14, 
1898. _________________

Doctors Declare that Imagination * 
a Disease in the Orient.

Doctors who have practiced much in 
India and other Eastern countries, tell 
us that there is nothing so difficult as to 
treat a native who has once made up his 
mind that his illness will be fatal. No 
matter if he is only slightly ill, once he 
has decided that his time for dying has 
come, it straightway comes, for the mind 
has such an influence on the body that, 
just in the same way a very strong-willed 
person refuses to give up his tight for 
life even in the tace of the verdict, 
"there is no hope,” so the Indian says, 
“I must die,” and does it.

It is certainly a fact that the illnesses 
from which a great many people suffer 
are purely imaginary, but it is also a fact 
that if they persevere in their imaginings 
for long enough the illnesses may become 
more real than they like. These imagin­
ary invalids are a perfect mine of wealth 
to doctors and druggists, and swallow 
more pills and potions in a week than or­
dinary people would consume in a year. 
Their food has to be weighed out and 
their drink measured with minute pre­
cision, for there is no telling what terri­
ble results might ensue if a quarter of an 
ounce more bread were eaten or a drop 
more fluid drank than is set forth in the 
dietary whereby they regulate their 
meals.

If you ask them how they are they are 
never more than "a little better” or "fair­
ly well for me,” and we can only wonder 
that, considering the way they worry 
over themselves, they can truthfully ad­
mit even as much as this.

not only quit breeding horses but sold 
their best mires, says a writer in the 
Prairie Farmer. Now these same farm­
ers find it necessary to buy their work 
horses. While it may not pay to raise 
horses for the market under present con­
ditions, I believe it certainly does pay to 
raise enough horses to furnish the neces­
sary horsepower for the farm. It is de­
cidedly unpleasant to hitch two strange 
horses together which are continuously 
picking at each other and it is still more 
unpleasant when three or four are 
worked together. The trouble extends 
from sundry skirmishes when in the har­
ness. to pitched battles when turned into 
the pasture. It is annoying to say the 
least to find one of your horses has tried 
to collect a pound of flesh from the shoul­
der of another, making it necessary to 
lay him off two or three days, perhaps, 
when you are needing his services most. 
In buying horses for the farm care should 
be taken to buy good mares which can 
be used for breeding purposes and they 
should be bred to the best stallions.

Bacoor in Ruins.
The Filipinos retreated several miles 

southward after yesterday’s engagement 
to the strongly-fortified town of Imus, 
and as the shelling of the American war­
ship drove the rebels from Bacoor, our 
trooDS now control several more miles of 
coast, and will soon hold the entire shore 
line to Cavite.

Gem Otis Organizing Volunteers Who 
Are Willing to Stay.

Washington. D. C., June 15.—Pursuing 
a policy determined upon some months 
ago, Gen. Otis is organizing three regi­
ments in the Philippines, composed of of­
ficers and men of the state volunteers 
who desire to remain in the service. The 
army bill authorized this kind of enlist­
ment in the Philippines. If the full com­
plement cannot be made up from these 
discharged volunteers in the Philippines, 
the regiments will be organized and offi­
cered in skeleton form until recruits can 
be sent from the United States to fill 
them.

Gm. Otis and the volunteer officers in 
the Philippines have been consulting to 
see how many men will enlist. The num­
ber has not been very large, as there 
seems to be a desire on the part of the 
volunteers to return to the United 
States with their organizations. These 
three proposed regiments, with three regi­
ments of regulars to sail from San Fran­
cisco on the 22d and 24th, and those un­
der orders for Manila, will give Gen. 
Otis 33,000 fighting men.

It is stated positively at the war de­
partment that the report that It waa in­
tended to reduce the cavalry troops find 
artillery batteries in thia country to nine­
ty-five men each In order to increase the 
companies in the Philippines to 150 men 
each, is absolutely without foundation.

The approved plan for the reinforce­
ment of the* army operating in the Philip­
pines is briefly stated by a high official 
of the war department as follows:

“The increase of the size of the com­
panies with Gen. Otis to 138 men to the 
company was made from 3100 men, 
heretofore the hospital corps, which the 
controller has decided may be enlisted, 
over and above the 65.000 men provided 
by law. In addition, the Twenty-fourth 
and Twenty-fifth regiments of infantry 
have been ordered to Manila, and Gen. 
Otis has been authorized to organize 
three skeleton volunteer regiments in 
Manila officered from volunteers in the 
Philippines from the regular army.

"Gen. Otis has informed the department 
that be can organize th^se regiments. It 
is proposed to send him recruits from 
here to fill them to their maximum limit. 
The arrangements referred to will give 
Gen. Otis a fighting force of over 33,000 
men of the line. These plans have been 
approved by the President and will be 
put into execution with the least possible 
delay.”

They will very quickly learn 
to eat whole grains of wheat, but the 
cracked pieces which are damaged for 
sale for grinding can be had more cheap­
ly and are just as good. Whatever food 
the chicks have, they should have access 
to gravel at all times.
