London, Oct. 19.—According to pri- ; 
vote information received here from । 
Bloemfontein, capital of the Orange 
Free State, President Kruger telegraphed . 
an account to President Steyn of the 
affair at Kranipan, where the Boers de- j 
railed and bombarded the British ar- j 
mored train, currying Capt. Nesbitt's ' 
party. Mr. Kruger said that Nesbitt . 
nnd seven men were seriously wounded, 
that no one was killed and that all the 
prisoners were well.

Natal again claims a sliareof attention, 
which during the last few days has been 
focussed upon the beleaguered garrison 
nt* Mafeking. The combined advance of 
the Boer forces on the positions held by I 
the British general commanding in Na­
tal, Sir George Stewart White, has al- 
ready occasioned a sharp affair of out­
posts, which possibly has since developed 
into a pitched batttie,

The Boers, according to the latest in- I 
formation at hand, do not appear to have 
been driven back. Perhaps, however 
their movements are only part of a gene-1 
ral plan to isolate both Ladysmith and 
Glencoe from the south.

The simultaneous Boer movements 
from Acton Homes, from the west, and 
from Rorke's Drift and Helpmakaar, 
from the east, may indicate a projected , 
attack upon the railway below Colenso. ’ 
The movement from the east also sug- ; 
gests an attack upon the railway at 
Waschbank between Ladysmith and 
G lencoe.

Opinion of Experts.
Military experts are inclined to the 

opinion that the troops nt Glencoe are 
only to i^rui it rear guard left to attract 
the force under Gen. Joubert, while Gen. 
White’s full strength is concentrated at 
Ladysmith, with a view of attacking the 
Orange Free State force while Gen. Sou- 
bert is still forty miles away.

Stories of British success in the Matc­
hing district are so persistent that in the 
absence of contradiction from Boer 
sources, they may be accepted as true in I 
the main, although the alleged killing of I 
300 Boers is discredited.

Gen. Cronje’s troops are regarded as 
the flower of the Transvaal forces and 
decisive fighting must occur oh the West- I 
eru border. If. ns whs intimated in last 
night's dispatches, reliefs are approach­
ing from Rhodesia, it will probably not 
be long delayed.

Apart from their desire to gain an in- | 
itial advantage by capturing Matching 
and thereby attracting the Dutch colo­
nists, the object for the Boers in massing 
in Bechuanaland is due doubtless to the 
fact that this splendid stock country is 
full of cattle and. as it is only sparsely 
settled, would give the Transvaal a route 
by which to import arms and munitions 
by way of Woltisch bay. Damaraland, 
on the West African coast.

Threatened Confi ication.
A dispatch from Pretoria asserts that 

the Transvaal government has cabled to ' 
Joseph Benjamin Robinson, the million- J 
aire gold-mine owner and chairman of 
the Robinson South African Banking 
company, who is now in London, to re­
turn to Johannesburg on pain of confisca­
tion of his property. Mr. Robinson char­
acterizes the alleged threat as ridiculous.

He says he is a British subject, that 
the Transvaal government has no right 
to demand his return, and that his prop- ■ 
erty has not been and cannot be confis­
cated.

Portugal, according to a dispatch from 
Berlin, has given distinct assurances of 
her neutrality. A continuance of com­
merce with the Transvaal, by way of j 
Delagoa bay. is, therefore, secured.

Advices from Cape Town, dated yes- j 
terday. say that the-governor of the col­
ony, Sir Alfred Milner, has issued a proc­
lamation prohibiting the importation of 
all dangerous explosives.

The Associated press learns that the 
transports which will convey the army I 
corps about to start for South Africa 
will go neither to Durban nor Cape 
Town, both of which are already over­
crowded with refugees, but to Port Eliz­
abeth. Port Alfred and East London. I 
from which points railroads converge di­
rectly upon the Free State border, where 
concentration will be effected somewhere 
in the neighborhood of Norvalspont. The j 
advance will then begin toward Pretoria | 
straight through the Free State.

Almost everything is now in readiness 
for the great departure of troops from 
Southampton tomorrow, when five trans­
ports, each carrying a thousand men, 
with officers, will start for South Africa. 
The first will sail at 1:30 p. m., the oth­
ers following at intervals of half an I 
hour.

Hore engaged the Boers at Mafeking on 
October 4 with great Success. Mafeking 
Was still safe oil October 15.”

A special dispatch to the Cape Argus 
reiterates the statement that in the 
fighting at Mafeking Col. Hore repulsed

Hoers. inflicting a loss of 300 men.
The Cape Times publishes the follow­

ing dispatch from Kimberley: "Reliable 
information from Mafeking says that an i 
armored train, while reconnoitering north 
of the town last Saturday, engaged 500 
Boers, who suffered heavily. Col. Fitz- 
clarence s column foiled the Boers, in­
flicting severe loss. The British casual­
ties were two and four wounded, two 
severely.”

New Force of Mounted Infantry.
( ape. Town, Oct. 18.—(Delayed in 

transmission.I—There is an incessant pro­
cession of applicants for active military 
service and the new force of 3000 mount­
ed infantry which the imperial govern­
ment has sanctioned will be quickly 
raised.

The premier, Mr. Schreiner, continues 
to issue circulars to the Dutch residents 
advising them to maintain strict loyalty 
to the imperial government. The best 
authorities here now agree that the dan­
ger of a general revolt is very slight.

Ladysmith, Oct. 18.—Noon.—I Delaved 
in transmission.)—A cavalry patrol below 
Tintwa pass had a brush with the ene­
my yesterday evening. The Boers opened 
with artillery, but retreated on the ad­
vance of the Fifth Lancers.

A FAIR TEST AT LAST.

The Shamrock Loses Her Topmast 
and Abandons the Second

Race.

IN PARLIAMENT.

Searching Inquiries In Reference to

FOREIGN COMPLICATIONS.

Great Britain will Forestall Them— 
Attack on Chamberlain.

New York, Oct. 19.—A dispatch to the 
World from Loudon says: The calling 
out of the militia indicates plainly that 
the British government considers it nee- i 
essary to take timely precautions against 
some foreign complication which threat­
ens io supervene upon the Transvaal 
trouble.

In the first instance, the militia is onlv 
to be employed to take the place in home J 
garrisons of the line regiments that are 
going to South Africa. The government 
has not thought it advisable, in view of 
the hostile feeling evoked in Ireland by 
the attack on the Boer republics, to re 
duce the Irish militia establishment be 
low its normal strength of 40.000 men. 
and it is intended to set free the regular 
regiments stationed in Ireland for war 
service by substituting English militia 
battalions in the Irish garrisons.

The Irish militia is being sent for duty 
to England. The militia can be sent oil 
foreign service, but such a measure is 
never contemplated, except in time of 
extreme national peril, when the home 
defense is to be committed to the volun­
teers.

This calling out of the militia has add­
ed appreciably to the general estimate 
of the gravity of the situation. W. T. 
Stead has issued a pamphlet on the Boer 
war, entitled "Are Me in the Right? 
An Appeal to All Honest Men.” It is a 
powerful indictment of Chamberlain's 1 
diplomacy. The most sensational part 
of the pamphlet is Mr. Stead's solemn 
declaration that Cecil Rhodes informed 
him that Mr. Chamberlain was privy to 
the Jameson rail and that the parlia­
mentary inquiry into the origin of that 
conspiracy was hushed up because a I 
point had been reached hi the investiga­
tion which, if exceeded, would implicate, 
the colonial secretary directly in the conn 
plot.

Address of Thanks Voted.
London, Oct. 19.—In the House of 

Lords, the premier, the Marquis of Salis­
bury, presented the Queen’s message . 
calling out the militia and moved an ad- J 
dress of thanks to her majesty. The ad- j 
dress was immediately voted and the 
House adjourned until Thursday next.

South African Affairs.
London, Oct. 19.—Floor nnd galleries 

were densely crowded today in the House 
of Commons, in anticipation of a speech 
by the secretary of state for the colonies. 
Joseph Chamberlain, on the government's 
policy in South Africa.

The first lord of the treasury and gov­
ernment leader. Arthur J. Balfour, prom­
ised to answer tomorrow a question 
whether the government had decided 
upon a specific course of action With ref­
erence to the recommendations of the in­
ternational commission respecting the fu­
ture administration of Samoa.

The secretary of state for India. Lord 
George Hamilton, replying to a question 
on the expenditure for the Indian troops 
in South Africa, said the entire charge 
would be defrayed out of the imperial 
exchequer.

Mr. Balfour, in reply to an interpella­
tion as to whether the imperial govern­
ment was now reviewing the action of 
the Cape Colony premier. Mr. Schreiner, 
and other members of the Cape govern­
ment and as to whether the governor 
of Cape Colony. Sir Alfred Milner, would 
be allowed to dismiss the Schreiner min­
istry. to dissolve the Cape Legislature 
and temporarily to assume full authority, 
said: "This question is apparently 
founded upon newspaper reports, for 
which, so far as the imperial government 
i< aware, there is ho foundation.”

Mr. Balfour announced that the pres­
ent sitting of Parliament would be re­
garded as a complete session, to be ter­
minated by prorogation, and not ad­
journed until February.

Henry Seton-Karr, Conservative, in ac­
cordance with notice given yesterday, 
asked the first lord of the treasury wheth­
er the attention of the government had 
been directed to certain speeches and let­
ters by and emanating from the mem­
bers for Kilkenny and East Clare, 
Messrs. Patrick O'Brien ami William 
Redmond. ParnelUtes. advocating the 
cause of the Boers attempting to seduce 
British soldiers, and inciting them active­
ly to assist the enemies of the Queen, 
and what action, if any. the government 
proposed to take in the matter.

Mr. Chamberlain, who was loudly 
cheered on rising, began with a severe 
criticism of the action of the opposition 
at the previous meeting of Parliament. 
Their statements, he said, were calcu­
lated to encourage President Kruger's re­
sistance and to embarrass the govern­
ment in "most difficult and most critical 
functions.”

Passing to the general question of the 
government's South African policy. Mr. 
Chamberlain said that in the light of 
recent events and of the utterances of 
President Kruger, he had come to the 
conclusion that war had always b.een in­
evitable, although it was only of late 
that he had himself most reluctantly 
reached this view. He had hoped for 
peace and striven to maintain it: and up 
to a recent date he had believed that 
peace was possible. He had always been 
determined to secure justice for the Brit­
ishers in South Africa, and to maintain 
the paramountcy of Great Britain, but 
with these things assured he desired 
peace. Whenever there had been a 
doubt ns to President Kruger's motives 
the government had always given him 
the benefit of the doubt.

Turning to the principles involved in 
the war. the colonial secretary went on 
to say: “If we maintain our existence 
as a great power in South Africa, we are 
bound to show that we ire willing and 
able to protect British subjects wherever 
they have suffered injustice and oppres­
sion. Great Britain must remain the 
paramount power in South Africa. I do 
not mean paramount in the German and 
Portuguese possessions, but in the two re­
publics and the British colonies. Every­
one on both sides of the House is deter­
mined to maintain these great principles. 
The peace of South Africa depends upon 
Great Britain accepting responsibility in 
the Transvaal.”

New York, Oct. 16.—The first com­
pleted race of the America cup series 
occurred today.

Shamrock, 5:04:07. The breeze during 
the beat to windward was Wowing at 
the rate of from seven to ten miles an 
hour, enabling the yachts to carry top­
sails.

PRAYER INEFFECTIVE.
Child’s Death Due to Criminal Negli­

gence of Parents.
Chicago, Hl.. Oct. 19.—A 4-year-old son 

of C. E. Irish died without medical at­
tendance yesterday. Coroner Turner and 
Secretary Ibach of the board of health 
investigated the case* and found that the 
parents were disciples of John Alexander 
Dowie and had. with the aid of Rev. 
Mr. Dinins, attempted to save the child 
by prayer, and that the disease from 
which the child had died was diphtheria 
in a malignant form. Coroner Turner re­
turned a verdict that the child’s death 
was due to criminal and willful negli­
gence on the part of the mother.

LTosec'iitious will follow ami will in­
clude Rev. Mr. Dinins, who is pastor of 
the Hammond branch of Dowie’s church. 
A 17year-old daughter of the same pa­
rents lies at the point of death, physi­
cians saying she cannot live till morn­
ing. Shi*, too. has diphtheria, but medi­
cal aid was forced upon them and efforts 
are being made to save the daughter’s 
life.

Elaborate Appointment* of the New 
Transport Thomas.

Philadelphia, Pa., Oct. 19.—The 
United States transport Thomas, the fin­
est troopship afloat, sailed from Cramp's 
shipyard today for New York, where she 
will go into drydock to be painted. The 
Thomas is to go to the Philippines early 
in November and will carry over 2000 
persons, including soldiers, officers, 
nurses and crews.

On the main deck is the ice-making 
plant with a capacity of two tons per 
day. There is also a condensing appa­
ratus for changing salt water into filtered 
fresh water, with a capacity of 10,000 
gallons a day; a carbonating machine for 
a bakery, a laundry and a cold-storage 
plant. On the spar deck are the soldiers' 
writing room, a dining room with seven­
ty-six seats for company and ship's offi­
cers, a saloon and lavatories. The quar­
termaster's department, commanding of­
ficer's headquarters, regular officers' and 
smoking and lounging rooms are on the 
promenade deck.

HELD FOR MANSLAUGHTER.

GEN. WADE’S REPORT.
Unsanitary Condition of Fort Meade 

—Indians Still Sullen.
Washington, D. C , Oct. 19.—The an 

nual report of Brig.-Gen. James F. 
Wade, commanding the department of 
Dakota, was made public today. Gen. 
Wade says that of the three posts and 
one camp oecupit d all are in very fair 
condition with the exception of Fort 
Meade, which is unsanitary and has 
reached a point where it is a question 
of reconstruction or abandonment.

Gen. Wade refers briefly to the Indian 
troubles at Leech lake last September 
and October and says that in spite of the 
fact that the detachment engaged in this 
tight was made up of raw recruits they 
bihaved with commendable gallantry. 
He says that the Indians are still sullen 
and discontented, but no active trouble 
is apprehended.

Indiana Schoolteacher Whips a Boy 
Who Dies in Consequence.

Hammond. Ind., Oct. 19.—W. II. 
Reichers. principal of the Robertsdale 
school, recently whipped a pupil for al- 
leged unruliness. Shortly thereafter 
the boy was taken ill and yesterday died. 
A postmortem examination disclosed in­
juries to the spinal cord, which the physi 
cians claim were the cause of death and 
which are claimed to be due to the whip­
ping-

Reichers was arrested upon a charge 
of assault and held under $500 bonds. 
The board of education has decided to 
stand by Reichers in the defense and 
will attempt to prove conclusively that 
he did no bodily injury to the child.

Deputy Prosecutor Greenwald has pre­
pared pallets for the arrest of Reichers 
on a charge of manslaughter aud will 
withdraw the complaint as to assault. 
The affair has created no end of discus­
sion as to the rights of the teacher in 
the matter of corporal punishment.

FOUND NO GOLD.
Two Rivers Investment Company Gets 

Stuck in the Klondike.
Two Rivers, Wis., Oct. 19.—[Special.] 

—The members of the second expedition j 
consisting of the three Lafond brothers, 
John.

They went prospecting in the Cape Nome 
gold fields in Alaska and, while they 
found gold, did not find enought to make 
it worth while to stake a claim and w ere 
glad to get back to civilization with their 
lives.

Woman Commits Suicide from Bos­

ton Ferryboat.
Boston. Mass.. Oct. 19.—The supposed 

suicide from an East Boston ferryboat 
last night of an unknown woman, prob­
ably 50 years old, fashionably dressed 
and with an appearance of refinement, is 
engaging the attenion of the police today.

After the passengers had left the boat 
a woman'scape and bandbag were found. 
In the bag was a sealed envelope ad­
dressed to Mrs. E. I. Clark, general de­
livery. Worcester, Mass., and an un­
sealed envelope containing a letter which 
said that the writer saw nothing in life 
to keep her on earth and directed that 
if her body ever should be found the 
authorities should refer to Bishop Potter 
of New York, who would see that it was 
buried.

In addition other letters were found in­
dicating the supposed suicide was from 
San Francisco.

EPIDEMIC OF DRUNKENNESS.
Thirty Volunteers Convicted and Sen­

tenced by Court-Martial.
Cincinnati. O., Oct. 19.—The Forty­

sixth regiment of volunteers, en route 
from Massachusetts to Manila, was de­
layed here by enforced drumhead court- 
martial on account of an epidemic of 
drunkenness. The first section arrived 
over the Chesapeake & Ohio and held 
high carnival. Whisky had been secret­
ed on the train. Col. Higler immedi­
ately called a drumhead court-martial, 
which sent thirty of the worst offenders 
to the Columbus barracks. As the other 
sections arrived during the day. it was 
found that there was plenty of whisky 
aboard.

Action Brought Aeainst Estate of 
Her Dead Employer.

CLAIM WAS FOR WA^ES
Mrs. Lackner Allege* that She was 

Told by Cowan He Would Make 
Ample Provision for Her.

Janesville, Wis., Oct. 19.—[Special.]— 
After a two-day stubborn fight before 
Judge Fish of Walworth county at Elk­
horn, the court rendered its decision in 
the action of Mrs. Ursula Lackner vs. 
the estate of George Cowan. Judge Fish 
found in favor of the defendants by 
granting a nonsuit. Mrs. Lackner 
brought suit for the collection of a $2800 
claim that she alleged was due her 
for household wages from the 
year 1859 till the end of 1875. 
Mrs. Lackner alleges that she was 
never paid this money, for the simple 
reason that when Cowan was alive he 
told her that she would never need to 
worry about her pay and that when he 
died he would leave her all his property, 
valued at $8000. A year ago Cowan 
died and when his will was opened it 
was found that Mrs. Lackner was left 
nothing. Then she commenced suit 
for wages she claimed were due 
her. Twenty witnesses were brought 
to Elkhorn from Rock county. 
For the plaintiff the witnesses sworn al­
leged that there was such an agreement 
between the deceased Cowan aud his 
servant aud that they often heard him 
make the remark that Urania should nev­
er work tor the necessities of life. On 
the other hand ten witnesses testified 
that Mrs. Lackner was paid her weekly 
salary every Saturday night and be­
sides that she had an easy time of it all 
the time she was iu Cowan's employ. The 
case will be taken to the Supreme court.

BOY KILLED BY TRAIN.
Eddie Allen Run Down in Milwau­

kee Yards at La 
Crosse

La Crosse, Wis., Oct. 19.— [Special.]— 
Another of a series of unfortunate acci­
dents in the yards of the Chicago, Mil­
waukee & St. Paul road on the north 
side of this city occurred today.

At the anti<-imperialistic meeting in 
Chicago on Tuesday last Carl Schurz 
concisely recited the events of the 
war as follows: “We go to war with 
Spain in behalf of an oppressed col­
ony of hers. We solemnly proclaim 
this to be be a war—not of conquest 
—God forbid!—but of liberation and 
humanity. We invade the Spanish 
colony of the Philippines, destroy the 
Spanish fleet and invite the co-oper­
ation of the Filipino insurgents 
against Spain. We accept their effect­
ive aid as allies, all the while jiermit- 
ting them to believe that, in case of 
victory, they will be free and inde­
pendent. By active fighting they get 
control of a large part of the interior 
country, from which Spain is virtu­
ally ousted. When we have captured 
Manila and have no further use for 
our Filipino allies, our president di­
rects that, behind their backs, a 
treaty be made with Spain transfer­
ring their country to us; and even 
before that treaty is ratified, he tells 
them that, in place of the Spaniards, 
they must accept us as their masters, 
and that if they do not, they will be 
compelled by force of arms. They re­
fuse, and we shoot them down; and, 
as President McKinley said at Pitts­
burg. we shall continue to shoot 
them down ‘without useless parley.’ ”

The French government now has 
a novel way of raising money, owing 
to its national debt having steadily I 
grown larger since the war with Ger- I 
many. Albton W. Tourgee, United i 
States consul at Bordeaux, France, | 
describesit is an advertising scheme 
in the Postoffice department, as 
follows: “One-half sheet of ordinary 
letter-size paper is devoted to adver 
tisements, except a space reversed for 
the address, on which is printed a 
postage stamp. The letter is written 
on the other half of the sheet, which 
is then ingeniously folded and held by : 
a gummed flap. The price is the same | 
as that of a postal card. By this 
means the purchaser saves one-third 
of the postage and gets hispaperand 
envelope for nothing. Nominally the 
scheme is worked by a corporation, 
but as it sells postage stamps at one- j 
third oft and has its wares tor saleat I 
the postoflices and government to-1 
bacct^shops, it is practically a gov­
ernment enterprise. The new system 
will evidently take the place of the 
postal card; it will decrease the sale 
of postage stamps, also, but it is ex­
pected that the receipts from the ad­
vertising will enable the government 
to make a substantial profit out of 
the project.’’

Green Lake, Wis., Oct. 18.—[Special.] 
—By going back into the flames to save 
her sick husband, who was lying at the 
point of death. Mrs. S. K. Jencks of 
Fond du Lac perished in the tire together 
with the man whom she would save.

Early this morning tire was discovered 
n the Terrace Beach casino, a well- 
known summer resort on the east shore 
of Green lake and within a short time 
rhe building was totally destroyed and 
8. IL Jencks and his wife, the only 
persons in the building, were burned 
to death. It is thought that the building 
was tired by incendiaries, as no other 
•ause can oe surmised.

It was shortly after Go’clock this morn- 
i ing that the tire was discovered by W. 

A. Meyer, manager of the resort, who 
with his wife was living in a cottage near 
by. Knowing that Mr. Jencks. father of 
Mrs. Meyer, and his young wife were 
n the hotel, he rushed out calling to them 

, to make their escape from the burning 
building. Mr. and Mrs. Jencks occupied 
i room on the third floor and were evi­
dently asleep. Mr. Meyer endeavored to 
force his way into the building, but was 
unable to do so all the doors and wiu- 

I lows were locked. The tire which start­
ed in the rear of the first Hour was gain- 
ng in fierceness and Mr. Meyer realized 
that unless something was done the man 
and woman would be burned to death. 
A crowd gathered and after some shout­
ing Mrs. Jencks appeared at the window 
attired in her nightdress.

Died with Her Husband.
Escape for her was then possible. A 

fire escape was at the window and in a 
moment she might have been safely out 
jf the burning building. She stood at the 
window a moment as if undecided as to 
what she should do. The crowd below- 
yelled to her to come down. She saw 
the flames fast approaching and without 
a word turned back from the window in­
to the room. For a moment the crowd 
stood breathless when suddenly the wind 
carried the Hames upward and the whole 
building was enveloped.

I Mrs. Jencks was the second wife of 
Mr. Jencks and was 20 years of age. He 
was 50. He has been very ill for some 
time and his recovery was considered 
Joubtful.

; The Casino was erected this season at 
, a cost of $50,000 and it was supposed 
that the hotel was backed by Capt. Fred 
Pabst of Milwaukee. The hotel was 
very handsome and was elegantly fur­
nished. It was opened on the Fourth of 
July last by W. A. Meyer of Milwaukee, 
who operated it during the season. The 
hotel was situated on the east shore of 
the beautiful lake and was proving to b? 
an immense success as it was crowded 
with summer resorters all last summer 
and many of the rooms had been en­
gaged for next season.

There were twelve new buggies stored 
' in the building and these, together with 
fourteen billiard tables and bar fixtures 
valued at $10,090 and also all the fur­
nishings were totally destroyed. The 
milding and contents were partially cov­
ered by insurance.

, lion, resulted in the discovery of the
