"With five different sets ol
ideas most people would think
it would be difficult to agree
on anything," said Gruber.
“For us we were able to com
pliment one another and every
thing just fell into place."

Wiseguys will be opening on
July 9 at 1273 Fond du Lac
Avenue in Kewaskum. Their
slogan is "A different kind of

['he owners are hoping all ages
feel comfortable to come and

cnjoy.
"We decided to not be a
sports type of bar," said

Gruber. "There are other places
like that. Wiseguys has a dance
floor and is set up for a disc

jockey and live bands. We plan

on having hive music twice a
month in the beginning.
Entertainment, including the
ever popular Spid Pieper, have
already been booked to per
form through November."

The disc jockey booth is
clectronically set up so no
extra equipment needs (o be
brought in. Three TV's arc
installed in the bar with one
having a generous 61" screen.
A VCR is ready for any groups
to hold meetings that use
videos. Wiseguys welcomes
groups to call and set up times
needed to use the facilities.

Although they don't want to
be known as a sports bar
Wiseguys will be sponsoring
sports teams in the area. They
will be serving nachos, pizzas
and other snacks as well.

R&H Improvements was
hired to oversee the major ren
ovation of the building.
Restoring the original look to
the front of the property was
one of the goals. The walls
were redone, a wood laminate
floor installed and all new
equipment behind a large bar
have been completed. The
bathrooms have been renovat
ed to meet the codes of the
Americans with Disabilities
Act (ADA).

"We, the owners, did much
ol the manual labor ourselves,”
said Gruber. "It not only saved
money, but helped the contrac-
tors to stay on schedule.
Commercial Plumbing and
Kettle Moraine Electric were
hired to do the main renovating

A new door will be installed
with an arched top and a large
window that has the architec
tural look of days gone by will
soon be in place. The property
has a new look, but the owners
wanted to preserve some of its
history in the renovation.

In their free time Baggs
owns Gruber Tool and Die
where Soup Chicken works as
a programmer. Cheeser owns
Donath Milk Hauling and
Squabby owns LK Heating.
Powder is currently a Bar
Manager in Hawaii and will be
returning to Kewaskum as
soon as his contract has been
fulfilled.

During her first appearance
in Washington County Circuil
Court the district attorney’s
office filed a petition seeking a
waiver to adult court on a
charge of homicide by negh
gent operation of a motor vehi
cle

I'he teenage driver in the
single-vehicle accident that
occurred on Salisbury Road, in
the town of Barton on April

19, that took the life of her
friend, Juliec A. Knoeck, 16, ol
Kewaskum

It has been alleged that the
driver lost control of her vehi
cle while trying to become air
borne on a hill. She veered oll
the roadway to the left entering
the cast side ditch stniking
many small Alter
becoming airborne she hit
another larger tree. At that
point the vehicle's engine com
partment caught fire and the
fire spread throughout the
vehicle. .

Also a passenger in the
vehicle was Heather A
Hafemann, 16, Kewaskum.

The sophomore girls were

School.

If waived into adult court
and convicted, the young dri-
ver would face a maximum
penalty of two years in prison
and a $10,000 fine.

On Tuesday in Juvenile
courl attorney’s agreed that a
waiver study and the psycho
logical exam were necessary.

As the system
works now, the County is
not in a position to enforce
local ordinances.

Officer Cram explained
that there are times when it
is more effective to have the
Sheriff's Department step
in to assist in the enforce-
ment of a local ordinance
than to have the constable,
who may be a friend or
neighbor, handle it alone.
He stated, "We want to be
more user friendly."

Several municipalities
use the service of the
Sheboygan County Sheriff’'s
Department by means of
contracting with them for a
specified number of hours of
patrol within the municipal-
ity. The Town of Holland is
one of these municipalities,
along with the Villages of
Random Lake, Oostburg
and Cedar Grove.

Sheriff Koenig ex-
plained the costs of con-
tracting. The rate is made
up of several figures: $19.73
per hour plus $8.04 to cover
benefits cost, and $1.39 for
use of the car for a total of
$21.16. If the town wishes
to enter into a contract,it

can specify the number of
hours which it would want
an officer in the town.

If the constable found it
necessary to call for assis-
tance, that time would be
recorded as part of the con-
tract time. Cram explained
that one advantage of con-
tracting would be that
instead of a different officer
patroling the area, an effort
would be made to assign
one or two officers on a reg-
ular basis who would get to
know the community and
become a familiar face to
people of that community.

If a ticket is issued
within the town, such as a
violation of the state traffic
code, the fine money would
be given to the town, the
same as would that of an
ordinance violation. Cram
cautioned the board that it
should not look at the pro-
gram as a revenue progrum
but instead of a means to

make the town a safer place
to live,

Bids for summer road-
work were reviewed. Scott
Construction, Lake Delton,
the low bidder for the appli-
cation of Chip and Seal, was
awarded the contract to do
Binder Road, Forest View
Road, Ida Lane, Falk Road,

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Brigham Awarded Full
Professor Status at UWWC

WEST BEND - Dr. Wil-
liam Messner, Chancellor of
the University of Wisconsin
Colleges, announced recent-
ly that Thomas J. Brigham,
Associate Professor of Phys-
ical Education and Athletic
Director at the University of
Wisconsin-Washington
County, has been promoted
to full professor, the univer-
sity’s highest academic
rank.

Brigham, one of UWWC’s
charter faculty members,
has been teaching at the
West Bend college for 31
years.

After receiving his Mas-
ter’'s Degree from UW-
Madison in 68, Brigham
came to UWWC, just as the
college was opening its
doors. A former defensive
left corner for the Wisconsin
Badgers football team,
Brigham said that -- rather
than joining a staff at a
larger university -- he
looked forward to building
his own physical education
and sports department at
the new college

The challenge of it really
appealed to me," he said,
adding that the chance to
teach college students was
especially appealing

Since I was in high
school, I knew I wanted to
be a college instructor,” he
said. "It’s the ideal setting --
you have students who
want to be there, and the
marriage of academics and
athletics at that level is a

positive one

He explained that teach-
ing and coaching student
athletes for the past 31
has kept his work

make the difference," he
said.

Brigham's students say
he teaches far more than
just academic materials and
athletic skills. Brigham
says that teaching often is
as much about failure as it
is about success.

"A lot of people are
caught up in the idea that
you've got to be successful
right now, every time," he
said. "But I try and teach
them that failure is part of
the whole process of success
and learning.”

Brigham, who has coach-
ed most of the college’s
sports teams, as well as
taught physical education
in the classroom, said he
doesn’t try and single out
star athletes in his pro-
grams. "I simply try and set
an environment where all
student athletes can im-
prove their body of knowl-
edge and skills," he said.

Brigham has frequently
been cited by UWWC grad-
uates as a source of serious
life lessons outside of the
classroom. Many credit him
with helping them grow up
and become useful citizens
Hartford Mayor Scott
Henke, one of Brigham'’s
former players, said he
learned a lot about the
value of commitment and
hard work in his classes.

"I could see he was doing
more than just coaching our
soccer team," Henke said. "]
could see that he was help-
ing all of us grow up a lot.’
Henke cites one incident, in
which a soccer team captain
was made to apologize to
the entire team for missing

practice.

"Coach Brigham never
gave a lot of fiery speeches,”
Henke said. "But working
with him every day, we
learned a lot by watching
him help people deal with
their problems. He helped
us make the transition from
a high school mentality."

Brigham says such life
lessons are all part of the
decision-making process
that today's adults must
learn. "I simply try to stress
to student athletes that suc-
cess is important. But just
as important, is learning
how to fail and turning that
into a learning experience."

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Beware of Y2K Scams

The year 2000 is still six
months away, but stories of
con artists playing on the
fears of people surrounding
the computer-date change
have started to surface
around the country.

The Wisconsin Bankers
Association warns the pub-
lic to be wary of anyone who
says they will "hold your
money" during the date
change or asks you to with-
draw money from your bank
account. Also, steer clear of
investment scams that ex-
ploit year 2000. The safest
place for your money is a
bank, where deposits are
federally insured for up to
$100,000.

A Y2K scam surfaced
earlier this year when an
Appleton man received a
call from a person who iden-
tified himself as a represen-
tative of his bank, The
caller told the man the bank
was having a difficult time
preparing for year 2000 and
to solve the problem, the
bank needed to transfer
customer accounts to a bond
account specially designed
to protect their money. The
caller asked the man for
personal information, his
account number and verbal
approval for the transfer
When the man said he had
his money in several finan-
cial institutions and won-
dered what bank he was
talking about, the caller
hung up.

It is extremely unlikely
that a bank employee would
initiate a call and ask for
account information be-
cause the bank already has
this information on file. The
best defense against this
scam is to ask the person
for their name and phone
number, so that you can
return their call at the bank
later in the day.

In addition, be wary of
people who offer to convert
your money to gold, silver,
small-company stocks or
other assets. Also, do not
give your credit card
account information over
the phone unless you initi-
ate the call. Scam artists
have called people to tell
them their credit card must
be replaced because of Y2K
and then use those credit
card numbers to charge
away. Finally, con artists
have also been known to
send unsolicited e-mail mes-
sages selling investment
opportunities in companies
that "quickly fix" the year
2000 problem,

Remember, if it seems
too good to be true, it
almost certainly is.

Along with Y2K scams,
the Wisconsin Bankers
Association reminds con-
sumers about the risks of
being robbed if they with-
draw large amounts of cash
prior to the date change.
Robbers will be on the look-
out for customers who leave
the bank with large sums of
cash.

Consumers should be
confident that their money
is safe in the bank. Inde-
pendent industry analysts
such as the Gartner Group
and Cap Gemini consistent-
ly rate banks "number one"
in year 2000 readiness. The
industry is investing more
than $8 billion and hiring
thousands of experts to fix
and test for year 2000. The
Federal Deposit Insurance
Corporation (FDIC) predicts
no bank or thrift will fail as
a result of the year 2000
issue.

Fears that banks will run
out of cash in December are
also unfounded. The Fed-
eral Reserve has ordered an
additional $50 billion of new
currency to be put into cir-
culation. By the end of the
year, $200 billion in curren-
cy will be stored in govern-
ment vaults, up from the
$150 billion normally held
in reserves.

The following are just a
few financial tips to prepare
for year 2000:

* Stay informed. Find out
how your financial institu-
tion plans to deal with the
year 2000,

* If you don’t already,
keep your bank statements,
transaction records and
credit card receipts for at
least three months prior to
and three months after
January 1, 2000.

* If you bank on-line,
make sure your personal
computer is year 2000 com-
pliant.

* Just prior to year-end,
take out only as much cash
as you would for a typical
holiday weekend. Remem-
ber the safest place for your
money is in the bank.

Keeping Grubs From Making A Meal Of Your Lawn

(NAPS)}—What is America’s

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Archers Harvest Record Number of Deer in
1998; Outlook for '99 Hunt Above Average

MADISON -- Wisconsin
deer hunters harvested a
total of 407,555 white-tailed
deer during the combined
archery and gun hunting
season in 1998,

"Archers accounted for a
total harvest of 75,301 deer,
up from 97's 67,115 and a
new harvest record for
archery deer hunters," said
Brian Dhuey, principal
author of the 1998 Big
Game Hunting Summary
published by the Wisconsin
Department of Natural
Resources. "Gun hunters
took 332,254 deer -- the
fifth highest total in the last
30 years. The total harvest
was up from 1997's 359,628
but less than the all time
record harvest of 467,271 in
1995."

It was also the third
safest gun deer hunting sea-
son on record, with two peo-
ple killed and 15 injured.

Hunting conditions dur-
ing most of the nine-day
gun hunt were considered
good throughout the state.
Most areas experienced

above average temperatures
with very little snow cover
on opening weekend. Many
hunters reported being able
to stay in the woods longer
than usual due to the rela-
tively warm conditions and
meat processors experi-
enced an early rush as
hunters delivered their deer
as soon as possible to avoid
spoilage.

The southern farmland
and northern forest regions
had nearly equal gun hunt
harvests at 90,847 and
90,672 respectively. Mari-
nette County gun hunters
registered the highest total
at 10,447 followed by Mara-
thon County at 9,961.
Marathon registered the
highest bow harvest at
3,271 followed by Marinette
at 3,237.

Yearling buck harvest
was well above average in
the northern and northwest
regions which wildlife man-
agers interpreted as indicat-
ing exceptional fawn sur-
vival during the very mild

Antlerless Deer Hunting
Permit Deadline July 20

MADISON -- The dead-
line for hunters to apply for
Hunter's Choice and bonus
antlerless deer permits for
the 1999 deer hunting sea-
sons is July 20.

Hunter’s choice permits
allow hunters to shoot
either antlered or antlerless
deer, and bonus permits
allow hunters to shoot an
additional antlerless deer;
all permits must be used in
the unit for which they are
issued. Hunters may use
the permits in the archery,
gun and muzzleloader deer
hunting seasons. There is a
$3 application fee for a
hunter’s choice permit and
a $12 fee for each bonus
antlerless permit for resi-
dents and a $20 fee for non-
residents.

Application information
for hunter’s choice and
bonus antlerless deer per-
mits can be found in the
"1998 Wisconsin Antlerless
Deer Permit Information”
packet available at license
outlets. It contains informa-
tion about permit availabili-
ty and deer management
unit boundaries.

There will be a special
early antlerless firearm
hunt in Zone T units (51A,
62B, 63A, 65B, 66, 67B,
80A, and 80C) from October
28 through October 31.
Hunters should not apply
for hunters choice or bonus
permits for Zone T units.
Free 'special’ antlerless per-
mits will be available over
the counter in mid-August.

Hunters will be issued up
to three free permits for
each gun-deer license and
another three for each
archery-deer license for a

maximum of six antlerless
permits. A regular gun deer
license back tag can be used
on a buck or antlerless deer
in this unit, The Zone T
hunt was created to help
control crop-damage caused
by deer.

Bonus permits remaining
after mail-in applications
are processed will go on sale
over the counter at select
DNR service centers around
September 14.

winter of 1997-98. Record-
ing stations also reported
higher than average antler
development in all regions
and at record levels in three
of six deer management
regions.

"A high number of year-
lings among adult does reg-
istered and higher than pre-
dicted buck kills are strong
indicators that there will be
another large harvest
opportunity in 1999," said
Dhuey.

"The antlerless gun deer
harvest exceeded antlered
in three of five regions in
1998, and a high number of
hunter’s choice and bonus
permits will be available
again in 1999," said Bill
Mytton, DNR big game ecol-
ogist. "We've got extremely
high populations in a lot of
our deer management units
this year. We've set up early
Zone-T hunts, which con-
centrate on antlerless deer,
to try to get the populations
back closer to prescribed
population levels but we
also would like to see
hunters buying and using
hunter’s choice permits,
which allow harvest of an
antlerless deer with a regu-
lar gun-deer license.
Applications for hunter’s
choice are available now
and the deadline for appli-
cation is July 20.

Hunters also set a new
record for bear harvest in
1998 taking 3,184 black
bear. This was up 46% over
the 1997 harvest of 2,178.
The final 1998 harvest was
right on target with the cal-
culated safe harvest goal of
3,155. Weather conditions
were excellent for the sea-
son and the popularity of
bear hunting continues to
grow. This spring, the DNR
received 50,854 applications
for 6,057 available permits.
